Sovereign over Nations:

Exodus 3:14 God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM”; and He said, “Thus you shall say to the sons of 
Israel, I AM has sent me to you.’”

Exodus 19:5 Now then, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be My 
own possession among all the peoples, for all the earth is Mine;
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Deuteronomy 7:6  For you are a holy people to the LORD your God; the LORD your God has chosen you to 
be a people for His own possession out of all the peoples who are on the face of the earth.

Psalm 2:1-9 Why are the nations in an uproar and the peoples devising a vain thing? The kings of the earth 
take their stand and the rulers take counsel together against the LORD and against His  Anointed, saying, 
“Let us tear their fetters apart and cast away their cords from us!” He who sits in the heavens laughs, The 
Lord scoffs at them. Then He will speak to them in His anger

Sovereign in Suffering:

Joshua 11:20 For it was of the LORD to harden their hearts, to meet Israel in battle in order that he might 
utterly destroy them, that they might receive no mercy, but that he might destroy them, just as the LORD had 
commanded Moses.

Job 37:11-13 “Also with moisture He loads the thick cloud; He disperses the cloud of His lightning. “It 
changes direction, turning around by His guidance, that it may do whatever He commands it On the face of 
the inhabited earth. “Whether for correction, or for His world or for lovingkindness, He causes it to happen.

Psalm 135:6  Whatever the LORD pleases, He does, In heaven and in earth, in the seas and in all deeps.

Isaiah 6:3   And one called out to another and said, “Holy, Holy, Holy, is the LORD of hosts,
The whole earth is full of His glory.”

Sovereign in Judgment:

Jeremiah 32:18 who shows lovingkindness to thousands, but repays the iniquity of fathers into the bosom 
of their children after them, O great and mighty God. The LORD of hosts is His name;

Ezekiel 18:4 Behold, all souls are Mine; the soul of the father as well as the soul of the son is Mine. The 
soul who sins will die.

Habakkuk 1:12 Are You not from everlasting , O LORD, my God, my Holy One? We will not die.
You, O LORD, have appointed them to judge; And You, O Rock, have established them to correct.

John 9:39 And Jesus said, “For judgment I came into this world, so that those who do not see may see, and 
that those who see may become blind.”

It is for 
discipline that you endure; God deals with you as with sons; for what son is there whom his father does not 
discipline? But if you are without discipline, of which all have become partakers, then you are illegitimate 
children and not sons.

Hebrew 12:11  All discipline for the moment seems not to be joyful, but sorrowful; yet to those who have 
been trained by it, afterwards it yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness.

Revelation 16:7  And I heard the altar saying, “Yes, O Lord God, the Almighty, true and righteous are 
Your judgments.”

Sovereign over Life & Death:

Deuteronomy 32:29 “Would that they were wise, that they understood this, that they would discern their 
future!

1 Samuel 6:19 He struck down some of the men of Beth-shemesh because they had looked into the ark of 
the LORD.

Isaiah 45:7 The One forming light and creating darkness, causing well-being and creating calamity; I am 
the LORD who does all these.

Amos 3:6 If a trumpet is blown in a city will not the people tremble? If a calamity occurs in a city has not 
the LORD done it?

Sovereign over Satan:

Matthew 16:17 And Jesus said to him, “Blessed are you, Simon Barjona, because flesh and blood did not 
reveal this to you, but My Father who is in heaven.

James 4:13-15 Come now, you who say, “Today or tomorrow we will go to such and such a city, and 
spend a year there and engage in business and make a profit.” yet you do not know what your life will be 
like tomorrow. You are just a vapor that appears for a little while and then vanishes away. Instead, you 
ought to say, “If the Lord wills, we will live and also do this or that.”
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Sovereign over Creation: 

1 Chronicles 29:10-11 So David blessed the LORD in the sight of all the assembly; and David said, 
“Blessed are You, O LORD God of Israel our father, forever and ever. Yours, O LORD, is the greatness and 
the power and the glory and the victory and the majesty, indeed everything that is in the heavens and the 
earth; Yours is the dominion, O LORD, and You exalt Yourself as head over all.

Isaiah 40:22 It is He who sits above the circle of the earth, and its inhabitants are like grasshoppers, who 
stretches out the heavens like a curtain and spreads them out like a tent to dwell in.

Isaiah 40:26 Lift up your eyes on high and see who has created these stars, the One who leads forth their 
host by number, He calls them all by name; because of the greatness of His might and the strength of His 
power, not one of them is missing

Isaiah 44:24 Thus says the LORD, your Redeemer, and the one who formed you from the womb, “I, the 
LORD, am the maker of all things, stretching out the heavens by Myself and spreading out the earth all

Acts 2:23 this Man, delivered over by the predetermined plan and foreknowledge of God, you nailed to a 
cross by the hands of godless men and put Him to death.

Acts 4:27-28 For truly in this city there were gathered together against Your holy servant Jesus, whom You 
anointed, both Herod and Pontius Pilate, along with the Gentiles and the peoples of Israel, to do whatever 
Your hand and Your purpose predestined to occur.

Romans 6:6-8 knowing this, that our old ]self was crucified with Him, in order that our body of sin might 
be done away with, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin; for he who has died is freed from sin.

These are in 
accordance with the working of the strength of His might

Ephesians 2:10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared 
beforehand so that we would walk in them.

Colossians 1:12 giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified us to share in the inheritance of the saints in 
Light.

1 Thessalonians 1:4 knowing, brethren beloved by God, His choice of you;

1 Thessalonians 2:12 so that you would walk in a manner worthy of the God who calls you into His own 
kingdom and glory.

2 Thessalonians 1:11 To this end also we pray for you always, that our God will count you worthy of your 
calling, and fulfill every desire for goodness and the work of faith with power,

2 Thessalonians 3:2 and that we will be rescued from perverse and evil men; for not all have faith.

1 Timothy 6:12 Fight the good fight of faith; take hold of the eternal life to which you were called, and 
you made the good confession in the presence of many witnesses.

2 Timothy 1:9 who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our works, but 
according to His own purpose and grace which was granted us in Christ Jesus from all eternity,

James 1:17-18 Every good thing given and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father 
of lights, with whom there is no variation or shifting shadow. In the exercise of His will He brought us forth 
by the word of truth, so that we would be a kind of first fruits among His creatures.
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James 2:5 Listen, my beloved brethren: did not God choose the poor of this world to be rich in faith and 
heirs of the kingdom which He promised to those who love Him?

1 Peter 1:2 according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, by the sanctifying work of the Spirit, to 
obey Jesus Christ and be sprinkled with His blood: May grace and peace be yours in the fullest measure.

1 Peter 1:5 who are protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the 
last time.

1 Peter 2:9 But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A PEOPLE FOR God’s OWN 
POSSESSION, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into His 
marvelous light;

2 Peter 1:10 Therefore, brethren, be all the more diligent to make certain about His calling and choosing 
you; for as long as you practice these things, you will never stumble;
