Psalm 32:1-2  How blessed are those whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered!  How blessed is the man to whom the Lord does not impute iniquity and in whose spirit there is no deceit.
Psalm 85:2, 10 You forgave the iniquity of Your people.  You covered all their sin.  Lovingkindness and truth have met together, righteousness and peace have kissed each other.

Psalm 86:5 For You, Lord, are good, and ready to forgive, And abundant in lovingkindness to all who call upon You.
Psalm 103:10, 12  He has not dealt with us according to our sin nor rewarded us according to our iniquity.  As far as the East is from the West So far has He removed our sin from us.
**Isaiah 38:17 But in love you have redeemed my life from the pit of destruction, for you have cast all my sins behind Your back.
**Isaiah 43:25 I, even I am the One who wipes out your transgressions for My own sake.  And I will not remember your sins.
Isaiah 44:22 I have wiped out your transgressions like a thick cloud, and your sins like a heavy mist. Return to Me, for I have redeemed you.
**Jer. 31:34 I will forgive their iniquities and their sin I will remember no more

**Jer. 50:20 In those days and at that time, declares the Lord, search will be made for the iniquity of Israel but there will be none; and for the sins of Judah, but they will not be found. For I will pardon those whom I leave as a remnant.
**Micah 7:18-19 Who is a God like you who pardons iniquity And passes over the rebellious act of the remnant of His possession? He does not retain His anger forever, Because He delights in unchanging love.  He will again have compassion on us.  He will tread our iniquities under foot.  Yes, You will cast all their sins into the depth of the sea.
Rom 4:7,8  Blessed are those whose lawless deeds are forgiven, and whose sins have been covered.  Blessed is the man whose sin the Lord does not take into account.

Rom 8:1 There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.

2 Cor. 5:19, 21  That God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not counting their trespasses against them.
Heb. 8:12 (Isaiah 43:25)
“For I will be merciful to their iniquities,

And I will remember their sins no more.”
Heb. 10:17 lawless deeds I will remember no more.

A grave error is made when we think that our sin is no judged.  All sin is judged.  The believer’s sin is judged in Christ.  (Rom 2:6 states that God will render to each one according to his works.  So, the judgment of God on Christ (nad our ontological unity with Christ) is how Rom 2:6 and all of the other verses on this page correlate.)
